Shelter ðHope House provides temporary 
housing for victims of domestic violence 

and sexual assault  that seek safe 
temporary housing.  Food, clothing, and 
personal care items are provided.  

Emergency transportation to shelter is 
provided when necessary.  

 
Advocacy ðAdvocates help victims obtain 
resources and services from other 

agencies and provide support and 
accompaniment for medical, legal, 

financial, and housing services.  
 
Individual Counseling & Support 

Groups ðThese services focus on 
exploring options, safety planning, 

empowerment, and education.   
 

Legal Services ðLegal advocates provide 
help with restraining orders, explaining 
the criminal case process and preparing 

for testifying, and providing informational 
sessions about family law and child 

custody.  
 
Childrenôs ProgrammingðServices are 

offered to help youth affected by 
domestic violence and sexual assault.  

 
Community Education ðHope House 
raises awareness through presentations 

to schools, churches, community 
organizations, and businesses, monthly  

e-bulletins, semi -annual newsletters, 
awareness booths, and projects.

1 in 4 women will experience 
domestic violence  

 

1 in 4 girls and 1 in 6 boys will be 
sexually abused 

 
1 in 4 teens will be abused by 

their dating partner 

 
Given the statistics, whether we are 

aware of it or not, we know people 
who have been directly affected by 
domestic and sexual violence.   

 
Hope House believes that if future 

generations in South Central 
Wisconsin are to model respect and 
openly promote healthy relationships, 

Hope House will need a permanent 
location to provide high - quality 

supportive services to victims and to 
end the silence surrounding domestic 
and sexual v io lence through

Resource Center moved 
temporarily to Lake Street. 

This year the Board of  
Directors voted to obtain a 

permanent home for both the shelter 

and resource center. The location has 
the potential to establish strong roots 

and a sense of permanency for the 
organization, which will accomplish the 
following objectives:  

 
Re-allocate lease payments to fund 

programs to help families in need  
Create a community presence that will 
increase support for our mission  

Provide a pleasant, more secure 
environment for families needing shelter  

 
We are very fortunate to be able to 
purchase the former Magdalene Home on 

Ash Street in Baraboo. Unfortunately, the 
home is in need of extensive repair to 

provide a safe and secure environment.  
 

The cost for purchase and renovation 
will be $650,000. The renovation will 
provide a multi -faceted facility for our 

shelter and programming; it will enable our 
staff to help countless individuals by 

teaching and modeling the value of every 
person. This investment in Hope Houseôs 
future will pay dividends for generations to 

come, resulting in fewer families needing to 
seek help.
